What is it?

This national file of more than 3,000 shopping centre records is produced
annually by EnsemblelQ. It lists most shopping malls in Canada, along with
data on the type of centre, the number of stores, floor area, retail levels,
anchor tenants, and parking spaces. ShoppingCentres is a geocoded
location database used for mapping and other analytical applications. It is
updated annually and includes traditional and new format shopping
centres.

Sample questions it can answer

e  Where are the major shopping centres located in my trade areas? How
many stores do these shopping centres have?

e What are the top three anchor tenants for each of the shopping centres
in a particular municipality?

e What is the gross leasable area of the shopping centres in my trade
area?

e How many parking spaces do the shopping centres in my trade area have?

e  Which of my stores/branches are close to a shopping centre?
